En tidig middag hade &tits under
stridckbogen frin Farfars Grund upp
till Norra Kanholmen och bléasan

hade hissats. Molnsk#rmen &ver land
f6ljde snabbt efter oss, hann ifatt
och s& var det aj®ss med kvédllssolen.

Vi hade hoppats p& spinnakergang

hela vigen upp mot Sbderarm, men

med molnen kom ocksé vindvridningen!

KUWAIT. Oct. & The long dis-
tance Kuwaiti voyager, Abdul
Mohsin Barrak Al-Ajeel and his
Swedish crew sailed their tiny
hoat. Al-Kuwait. into port today
after their epic six month trip
from Sweden.

Information Ministry Assis-
1unt Undersecretary for Tourism
Affairs Mr. Saleh Shehab and
Chairman Mr. Abdul Hadi
Yacoub of the Touristic Enter-
prises were among those to wel-
come them back.

Al-Ajeel'stiny  seven-ton Al
Kuwait, sailed in amid cheers at
the Ras Al-Ard Portin Salmiva.

The ferocious storm was blowing
hard, rocking the boat. ‘Winds, blow-

- ing at.40-60 kngtsper hour wreaked

_ havoc;: Water 'leiﬂ(ed into the boat,
flooding the interior and destroying
. everything on_board. Clothes and
equipment were wet and soggy.
There was no safe haven for the four
sailors on board the ‘Al-Kuwait’ for
pearly 36 hours. . -

The sailors decided to head off
course and went towards Calais in
France. When they docked at the
port, the first thing they did was to
‘order fresh water .

“We wanted to wash and clean ev-
erything, as salty water isnot good for
clothes or equipment”, and people at
the port thought the crew had ‘gone
crazy’. Everything was SOggy. and
they were wetting it again.

“They didn’t realize that we had
just sailed in from a storm and were
only, cleaning up. They watched us
with curiosity and thought we had
gone crazy,” said the young Kuwaiti
sailor Abdul Mohsin Barrak Al-Ajeel,
the captain of the tiny 12.80 meters
long and 3.25 meters wide boat ‘Al-
Kuwait’.

It took the four sailors, Al-Ajeel
and his Swedish friends Lars Lam-
berg, Ake Munnson and Ingemar
Sundmark, several hours to drain the
water that had collected on the boat.
Later, they found and repaired a leak
on the bow which had caused the
water leakage, that had flooded the
interior.

Save this major mishap, and a few
minor storms along the way, "Al-
Kuwait enjoyed a comfortable trip
through the 8,000 miles it sailed and
19 countries it visited.

The foursome had little experience
on long trips, although they had
sailed from one port to another in
Swedish ~oastal waters. To sail
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through the Red Sea, Mediterra-
nean, Arabian Gulf and the English
Channel and Suez Canal was a real
challenge to them. T ’

“It was a challenge and an aciven— -

ture combined due to the small size

_of our boat and the long journey we

were to make,” Al-Ajeel said. The
‘Al-Kuwait’ designed by a Swede,
gave each sailor only 18 square
meters moving space throughout the
six month long journey.

Living in the cramped up quarters
was not easy. “Just imagine what it
would be like to be confined to a
small space, unable to goon deck due
to the heat as there was no shade
theie, unable to swim because the
Hoe! was moving fast, and nothing to
do. Sometimes it was too hot even to
sle p, and at times we lost our cool
and let off steam.”

They read for hours on end and
sang sailors’ songs composed by a
Swede, and tackled routine jobs like
navigating and steering etc on deck.
The days were long but Al-Ajeel
looked forward to the next day as it
would bring contact with his family
back home in Kuwait. “Helene, (Al-
Ajeel's wife) was in Kuwait and 1
would speak to her evervday, telling
her about my experiences and get-
ting news of home and mv children.”

It was an adventurous trip for Al-
Ajeel. Everythingwasa novel experi-
ence — the people they met. the
places thev visited and the trip they
made through sometimes vough.

sometimes calm seas. Visiting each
port was an experience — at some
places people welcomed them and
helped them, atothers they were just
another ‘boat’ sailing in at port. ‘

Al-Ajeel learnt to be patient from
the truant weather at sea and under-
stood humanity better by meeting so
many people of different nationalities
and cultural backgrounds. He learnt
to appreciate the flaws in human be-
havior and can now cope, with peo-
ple, in general, more tactfully.

Visually, the voyage was an end-
less kaleidoscope of changing scenery
“We saw vast stretches of desert, and
stretches of beautiful mountain
ranges like the one on the Omani
coast. We saw greenery, plants and
trees we never dreamt existed and
we saw water in all its different hues
— muddy, green and blue. It was
simplv a fantastic experience.”

What was it like to see no land for
davs on end? “Wretched. “About 400
miles of water stretched at either side
of the boat for two, three or even four
days. We longed to seea patch of land
or at least a small shrub”.

“Sometimes we felt like planting
trees along our route, on the sea, to
satisfv our longing for land and green-
erv.” And when ‘Al-Kuwait’
approached land. the sailors felt ex-
hilirated and called at each port with
renewed enthusiasn. “It was a new
experience everytime. And every-
thing was charming.”

After being on board for days on
end with the same faces around, talk-
ing to the same people, and living
with them was at times a taxing ex
perience. “Sometimes. it led to fric-
tions and for the first two month
adjustiment was difficult. But onc
the masks dropped and the true face:
of each one of us was revealed. thing
went smoothhy.”
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_. “You consider aperson a friend but

you don't really know him without
that protective mask he wears before -

you. But once you are put together
on aboat and asked to live together in
cramped berths like ours, inhibi-
tions, reservations and the like are
dropped and the true face emerges.”

In a way, it is good, for it leads to
better understanding of human na-
ture,” says the gentle, soft spoken
Al-Ajeel. Their favorite pastime on
the boat was was to read books, listen
to music or cook meals. “Preparing
meals was an enjoyable job, because

it would take time and gave us some-

thing to do.” Although the sailors
took turns in cooking meals, it was
Lars Ake who cooked most of them.

Humming and singing through the
day, they sat under the glittering
star-studded sky in the evenings,
musing and day dreaming. “We
dreamt of cosy home lounges, soft
music, telly on and feet up on a stool,
being served a hot steaming meal by
aloving wife. We dreamt of land, and
its variety and came to appreciate our
lives much better. We planned to im-
prove the boat for our next trip, and
planned what we would do the
second time around.

But they were rudely awoken from
such dreams by the ‘flying fish’ which
landed on their heads, or stung their
eyes. “One night I was on the deck
when this flying fish came straight at
me and nested in my hair. I tried to
remove it, hitting this way and that,
but it wouldn’t budge. Lars Ake,
heard my curses and abuses woke up,
to find me in this terrible predica-
ment.”

They all laughed at Al-Ajeel’s
plight, as they laughed and joked
throughout the journey, for the
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dventurerﬁ are a jovial lot. But their
ight-heartedness did not last long,
for more often than not homesickness
crept in. “We just wanted to be back
home.” But such moments were
quickly forgotten when they came
across another exciting town or place.
“In Europe, people were curious

to know what flag we were flying on
‘Al-Kuwait|. People didn’t recognise

- the Kuwaiti flag, and so we told them
" ‘where Kuwait was on the map of the
‘| - world.” Al-Ajeel and his crew thus
" served as roving ambassadors, intro-
- ducing Kuwait to the remote parts of

the world.'

In European ports, Al-Kuwait was
just another sailing boat. But the
Arabs welcomed the boat for it was
the first time that a tiny little craft had
called at their ports. “The Arab ports

“assisted u$ in every way and made

our journey easier, although the
other ports were also hospitable.”

It took nearly two days for ‘Al-
Kuwait' to pass through the Suez
Canal. “Traffic was heavy and we had
to keep a constant vigil to ward off
dangers, like running into an oil tank-
er or container ship.”

The longest the crew stayed on the
boat was during their trip between
Muscat and Bahrain, which took
them almast four days.

In the Gulf, especially in the
Kuwaiti coastal waters, the crew en-
countered oil pollution. “The waters
are very polluted and littered with
rubbish.” Al-Ajeel hopes that the au-
thorities would take immediate steps
to clean up the shores and the
beaches.

The brave effort of putting up with
storms, unforseen circumstances,
tolerating the heat and the cold and
the solitary journey through the
swishing, swirling waves, paid off,
when the ‘Al-Kuwait' returned to
Kuwait scores of people headed by
Assistant Undersecretary Saleh She-
hab of the Information Ministry gave
Al-Ajeel and his crew a heroes wel-
come.

An idea born in 1981, took shape
on May 8, 1982, when ‘Al-Kuwait’
left Sweden. She reached Kuwait on

Oct 5. The route took them from
Copenhagen to Kiel, then through
the Kiel Canal and down to Calais
and Cherbourg. They then crossed to
Jersey, then over to the Bay of Biscay
to Corunna in northern Spain, Opor-
to and Gibralter where they entered
the Mediterranean. They stopped off
at Majorca, Ibiza, Sardinia, Sicily and
Crete before sailing south to Port
Said. : )

At the southern tip of the Suez
Canal, they paid a brief visit to Hur-
gada before barelling down the Red
Sea in just one week, including a
short stop in Jeddah. Then they came
around the Arabian peninsula via Al-
Mukhtar in North Yemen and
Mukella in South Yemen, Salahlah
Island off Oman into ‘Muscat, Shar-
jah, Dubai and Bahrain to Kuwait.

Now that a long cherished trip has
been completed and a dream fulfil-
led, Al-Ajeel is planning on setting
up a sailing club to encourage young
Kuwaitis to take up the sport. “Itisan
energetic sport, that gives a feeling of
accomplishment and individuality to
the sailor. It was once our livelihood
and our forefathers were experienced
sailors. But, in recent years it has
sadly been neglected.”

The young, 28 year old, Kuwaiti

» hopes to revive the art of sailing and

popularise it among the Kuwaiti
youths. “But I need the cooperation
of concerned authorities, like the
Touristic Enterprises Company,
which owns most of the Sea Clubs
here.”

One day the determined Al-Ajeel
hopes that this dream will come true.
But for now, he wants “to walk on
land to earn my living.”
